International Competition for the Design of 

The Gyeonggi-do Jeongok Prehistory Museum 
Competition Regulations 
11-21-2005
The Gyeonggi Provincial Government launches an international competition for architects in cooperation with affiliated professionals, anonymous and in one stage, for the design of the Gyeonggi-do Jeongok Prehistory Museum. The competition is organized in accordance with the UNESCO regulations governing international competitions in architecture and town planning and is approved by the International Union of Architects - UIA.

OBJECTIVES AND PROGRAM

The project aims to establish a state-of-the-art Museum providing facilities and access to a broad range of prehistoric sites and archaeological information. The Museum will furnish all its visitors with a uniquely enjoyable cultural experience. The competition for the proposed Museum will therefore present an exciting opportunity to design a prehistory museum. The gross area of building is about 4,800 m2. 

The Jeongok-ri Paleolithic Site & the Gyeonggi-do Jeongok Prehistory Museum 
The Jeongok-ri Paleolithic Site in Gyeonggi-do, Korea, with the discovery of Acheulian handaxe, arose as a new discovery of the 20th century in the field of international archaeology which overturned the worldly renowned "Movius line" theory, also known as Paleolithic Cultural Dualism. Therefore, it became a very important site which is indispensably included as a subject of discussion in archeological maps and texts, as well as academic works on human evolution. Today, the Jeongok-ri Paleolithic Site is crucial in explaining the geographical distribution and development of Paleolithic culture. The biggest and the oldest in the Korean peninsula, the Jeongok-ri Paleolithic Site provides various stratum information that explains the environment of the Pleistocene and proves the existence of human beings during the Quaternary of the Korean peninsula. This Paleolithic site is still in process of excavation at present. 
The Organizing Committee for the Gyeonggi-do Jeongok Prehistory Museum considers it necessary for a museum reflecting its international importance to be built. The Museum is planned to be located near the site. By building this museum, a place where nature and artifacts are harmoniously joined together will be created, but it will also be the occasion to seek ways to utilize and preserve cultural heritage. 

Basic Design Guidelines for the Museum 

1. Since the excavation site and the museum are close to each other, it is necessary to integrate them. 

2. It is necessary to plan the construction of the museum in such a way as to maximize the striking qualities of the excavation site. 

3. A specialized "Edu-tainment" museum which provides joyful and easy cultural experience to the visitors by using various media. 

4. Exhibition spaces are to be arranged into time-presentation room, relic-exhibition room, prehistoric-experience room, and the linkage to the external space of the museum. 

5. It is necessary for the museum to play the pivotal role in connecting the local cultural heritages such as historical sites and cultural villages.

Objectives of the Museum: Design Issues 

1. A contemporary museum on the prehistoric site which maximizes the time lapse to give a vivid experience.

2. A museum which fully demonstrates the symbolic space of the Paleolithic culture. 
3. A museum which harmonizes the special characteristics of a prehistoric museum with the exquisite scenery of the Hantan-River. 

PROMOTER 
The Gyeonggi Provincial Government is the Promoter. It is responsible for financing the Competition and all matters related to its supervision. It endorses the decision of the Competition Jury, and organizes the follow-up measures of the outcome of the Competition.

The Professional and Technical Advisor will ensure that the competition timetable is respected; he will supervise the registration of competitors, the reception of questions and the despatching of the promoter’s replies to all competitors, supervise the reception of competition entries and respect, at all times, the competitors' anonymity. He will control the work of the Technical Committee, assist the Jury and be present during adjudication

Technical Committee

A Technical Committee will be appointed by the Promoter and will work under the control of the Professional and Technical Advisor. It will check that entries fulfil the mandatory requirements for the Competition.

The Technical Committee will take no part in the adjudication process, nor may it eliminate any entry. It will point out to the Jury any deviation from the programme or regulations, also with regard to the deadlines established for the Competition.

JURY MEMBERS

The international jury is composed as follows.

Three (3) International jurors

Three (3) Domestic jurors 

One (1) UIA Representative

One (1) Alternate juror

Tasks and responsibilities of the jury:
At the first meeting, the jury will elect a chair. If a jury member is absent at its first meeting he/she will be replaced by the alternate jury member for the remainder of the meeting. If, for any reason, a voting jury member has to absent him/herself for a brief period of time, an alternate member shall acquire his/her vote for that period and any decision taken shall be binding. If a voting jury member is absent for a prolonged period or leaves before the conclusion of the adjudication, his/her vote shall be acquired by an alternate member for the remainder of the period of adjudication.
The jury shall consider the criteria set by the promoter and establish its criteria for assessing the projects, it shall examine all entries. All Jury decisions are made by a majority vote, with a separate vote on each entry. In the event of a tied vote, the President shall have the casting vote. Decisions taken by the jury are final. The jury will draw up the list of awards (prizes and honourable mentions) and draft the final report justifying its choices and including citations and any recommendations it may have for the Promoter. The report will be signed by all voting members. This report will be sent to all participants and to the UIA.

Alternate members will attend all jury sessions without having the right to vote, unless called upon replace a voting member.

ELIGIBILITY

Open to all licensed architects worldwide, groups of architects, or teams of multi-disciplinary professionals with a licensed architect as team leader 

LANGUAGE AND MEASUREMENT

Official language of the competition is English.

Official measurement system is metric.

REGISTRATION

Prospective participants may register on-line on the official website. The non-refundable registration fee is 100 USD (100,000 Korean Won). Each participant must submit a scanned copy of his/her professional architect's license.

Sufficient time should be allowed for delivery of posted entries. It is the responsibility of participants to ensure that the dispatch date – March 20, 2006 at the latest, is clearly visible on the outside of package and that the package submissions reaches the Organizing Committee for the Gyeonggi-do Jeongok Prehistory Museum no later than 5:00 pm, March 24, 2006, local time in Korea (GMT+9). Non-respect of these deadlines can result in elimination of the entry by the jury.

Note: It is advised to declare “No Commercial Value” in order not to incur customs duties and/or unforeseen delays at the customs upon arrival in Korea. A participant is free to purchase an insurance coverage adequate to provide protection against loss or damage during the delivery including the customs declaration process. 

Documents to be Submitted

1. All materials will be on white paper. The Plans, Elevations and Sections should be shown at the scale of 1:200, the Site Plan at 1:500 with north direction clearly indicated. Name and area of spaces are directly shown on drawings. The metric system will be used. 
2. Architectural Design & Exhibition Plan panels consist of 5 (five) A2 size sheets (594mm x 420mm) mounted on 10 mm foam boards. Architectural Design panels shall include, but not limited to the site plan, plans of all levels, longitudinal and transverse sections, and 2 (two) elevations. Exhibition Plan panel(s) include exhibition concept, plans with circulation, method/schematics of display. 
3. Perspective (Bird's Eye View) is on white background, A2 size panel, horizontal, mounted on foam board. Use of color is acceptable. 
4. Design Description: The Design Description will combine texts, diagrams, drawings, and other necessary means of communication otherwise not expressed on the drawings. It should be clearly presented on white A4 or letter size paper, 10 pages or less including the cover sheet, bound on the left. The design description shall include the following; 
         - Design Summary 

       - Architectural Design Concept 

         - Area Tabulation showing space program 

         - Site/Environmental Analysis 

5. Identification Form sealed in a white letter-size envelope with PIN number on the surface. 
6. Signed Acceptance Form of Promoter’s Terms
7. Copy of Registered Architect’s License 
8. One (1) CD-Rom containing all the submission materials, including the Drawings in .jpg format (300 dpi or higher resolution image) and Design Description, for future publication 
Board presentation/format of panels 

The format for board presentation for the drawings to be submitted is specified. The six (6) A2 size (594mm x 420mm) sheets, placed horizontally, will be displayed as shown below;

In order to ensure proper display of the submitted drawings, each drawing should be marked with proper number (1,2,3,4,5 & 6) at the bottom right corner within a rectangle of 30 mm x 30 mm. Perspective panel should be the number 1 panel. The Personal Identification Number (PIN) consisting of two (2) alphabet letters and four (4) digits of Arabic numbers of the participant's choice is marked at the bottom left corner within a rectangle of 30 mm x 70 mm. 

OWNERSHIP, AUTHORSHIP & PUBLICATION 

The ownership of the winning designs belongs to the Gyeonggi Provincial Government. The architects retain authorship of their designs: no use can be made of a work without the consent of its author.

The Gyeonggi Provincial Government will hold exhibitions and publish the selected designs in accordance with the relevant clause in the acceptance form as part of the submission package. 

Each participant agrees that any material submitted with his/her entry may be used in connection with the exhibition and publication. The UIA will also publish the competition results with images of the winning projects in its Newsletter and on its web site..

DESIGN CONTRACT 

The architect(s) of the 1st prize winning scheme is given the right to design the museum, and is expected to enter into a Design Services Contract to produce the Design Development documents with the Gyeonggi Provincial Government within a month of the announcement of the results. The total budget for the architect(s) and consultants fees for the project is 2,300,000,000 Korean Won (equivalent to approximately 2,150,000 USD) including all phases of architectural and exhibition design fees for the museum.

If the 1st prize winner declines, or is found to be deficient by the jury in his/her qualifications, the 2nd prize winner will be asked to enter into a negotiation to become the architect for the Project. 

A more detailed Design Brief will be jointly developed by the Gyeonggi Provincial Government and the selected architect(s) as the basis of the Building Design. 

A non-Korean architect, or a group of architects, when selected as the winner, must arrange to collaborate with Korean-licensed architect(s) of his/her choice, and in agreement with the promoter, for the purpose of executing the design in accordance with the Korean building permit formalities. At the time of registration, it is not mandatory for a non-Korean competitor to associate with a Korean-licensed architect
ANONYMITY

Anonymity of submission materials will be maintained until the final decision of the Jury.

In order to ensure anonymity, all drawings and the cover page of design descriptions will be marked with the Personal Identification Number (PIN). When the package is received by the Organizing Committee, the rectangle will be covered with opaque paper and a random Identification (ID) will be assigned.

Each competitor is required to pack all materials in white wrapping paper; attach a sealed white letter-size envelope clearly marked with the PIN number containing the Identification Form of the PIN user; and cover the entire package with material suitable for mailing or transporting by courier services. Upon receipt by the Organizing Committee, the outer cover will be removed and destroyed.

INSURANCE

All the competitor’s submission materials will be insured by the Organizing Committee from the time when it assumes the responsibility for them and during the period of its responsibility. 

RESULTS AND PUBLIC EXHIBITION 

1. The Competition result will be announced to the all participants through the official web site of the competition with the jury report. 

2. The entries for the Competition will be exhibited to the public for about ten days. 

RETURN OF ENTRIES

All drawings and plans, other than those that have received prizes or been purchased by the Promoter, shall be destroyed at the end of the public exhibition
